Abstract:In 1998, Amartya Sen was awarded the Nobel Prize in Economic Sciences for his research on poverty
theory. After then,there have been continuous debates among the western scholars around the entitlement approach
and capability theory, and theoretical progress has also been made in development economics, sociology, political
science as well as social work.Poverty line research ,anti—poverty behavior research , participatory poverty research,
and randomized controlled trials have promoted the governance shift and paradigm transformation of western poverty
research.In 2019 ,the Nobel Prize in Economic Sciences was awarded to three scholars studying anti—poverty. Based
on the two Nobel Prizes in Economics, this paper systematically reviews and reflects on the western poverty
research,and finds that theoretical construction decline and the technicalism tendency in methodology lead the
western poverty research itself to fall into " poverty" in the 21st century.In the future,anti—poverty is still the focus
of poverty research, and China should continue to strengthen theoretical refinement of anti —poverty theoretical
system and international dialogue.
